Nurse Notes

Family Health History can save your life. The earlier everyone in the family knows which
health conditions run in the family, the easier it is to develop plans to avoid emergencies.
Start today to gather information from your family and relatives. For example, heart and
blood vessel conditions, cancer anywhere in the body, kidney and liver problems. After
compiling this information, provide a record for each family member and share this with
family doctors.

Have you thought about hearing loss as part of your annual physical? Part of the annual
health checkup should also include hearing tests, as well as vision tests, dental, etc. Dr.
Jodi Cook, P.H.D., a Baltimore, MD audiologist, reminds the public that living longer
increases exposure to noise that can cause partial destruction of the hair cells in the ear.
These are necessary to pass sound on to the inner ear for interpretation. To avoid hearing
damage and loss, be aware that loud booming concerts, loud machine engines, drums and
head phones are major culprits. Thus young and old can be affected by hearing loss. Most
often, a hearing aid is a solution. Special attachments for telephones are available for the
hearing impaired. Most people learn lip reading as hearing deficit occurs. But until hearing
loss is diagnosed, a hearing checkup will help determine whether medical or surgical
intervention is necessary. Don’t put that checkup off: hearing loss not only affects you, but
also those with you.
