We have so many interesting people in our congregation, but how well do we know
them? Whether you have been coming to the BFCC for 60 years or 60 minutes, you
just might be surprised by our congregants!

Ruth Ann Steele

Ruth Ann was born on Sep. 26, 1925 in Nebraska City, Nebraska, where her family owned a
farm. She went to a small, rural school of about 8 students. Her mother taught her to play the piano
when she was around 7 years old. Ruth Ann took her love of music to college and earned a Masters
Degree in Music Education and a Special Masters Degree in Learning Disabilities. She met her late
husband, Jim, in college. They taught throughout the mid-west, including Chicago, and settled down in
Black Forest in 1957. Ruth Ann worked for the Cherry Creek District, and her initial teaching contract
was contained on a 4” x 5” recipe card. She taught music at various schools (elementary school was
her favorite) until she retired in 1980.

Ruth Ann was brought to the BFCC by her good friend, Jeanette Goodlette, about 15 or so
years ago, where she plays the piano and organ for worship services. "Ruth Ann is very gifted. Not
many people realize that she regularly arranges and composes many, many pieces for us, including
cantatas." said Patty Evans, Music Director. "And her expertise is not limited to voice and piano; she
has written parts for various wind and string instruments."

Ruth Ann likes to keep herself busy. She started the Slash Mulch program in 1994 and keeps it
running smoothly. She is a certified Master Gardener. She serves on the El Paso County Forestry &
Weeds Advisory Commission. Just last summer, she started a local choral group called the Forest
Chorus. Ruth Ann is also a bird lover. She put over 150 blue bird boxes on a trail on her property, and
is very happy to have spotted a flock of wild turkeys from her windows.

Joanne Bostrom

Joanne was born and raised in Bay City, Michigan. A self-professed “free spirit’, she headed for
Los Angeles after high school graduation. She landed in LAX with $68 in her pocket. She was hitch-
hiking from the airport, when a car pulled over. The driver asked her where she was going. She
replied, “Where are you going?” He said, “Laguna Beach”. “That’s where I'm going, then!” She stayed
in Southern California for around 18 months, at times living in a cave on the beach. She would work
for restaurants in exchange for food. When she didn’t need any food or money, she didn’t work.
Eventually, she came to terms for working for “the establishment”. Meanwhile, her sister had moved to
Longmont, CO. Joanne went to visit her, and the two went to Colorado Springs for a visit. Joanne fell
in love with Colorado Springs, but wasn’t sure if she wanted to move. She went back to L.A., but when
she heard John Denver’s “Rocky Mountain High”, she thought that answered her question and she
moved to Colorado.

In 1981, she took a house-sitting job in Black Forest. She loved the area, and eventually found
some property and built on it. She met Norm at work; the two married, and have lived here ever since.
She and Norm began coming to Black Forest Community Church around 1990, when Jennifer was 3
years old. Prior to that, they had been going to the Lutheran church.

When Joanne began working in Colorado Springs, her workmates would play pool after work.
She tagged along, and began to play pool. In 1995, she won the National Championship held in Las
Vegas. In August, State Games (sort of a mini-olympics) are held in Colorado Springs. Joanne won
silver medals in 2004 and 2005 for the Women’s Pool Division, and won gold medals in 2006 and
2007.

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Art Navalta

Art was born and raised in Manila of the Philippines. His father had come to the US when he
was 13, joined the US Army and served in WWII and the Korean War before returning to the
Philippines. Art lived in Manila until after college. Because his father was a US citizen, Art also had
US citizenship and he, like his father, joined the US Army, where he served for 3 years. Art came
to Colorado and got his Masters in Guidance and Counselling Psychology through the University of
Northern Colorado.

Art got a job with the El Paso County Department of Human Services, where he has worked
for 23 years. He met Mona through work, and when they married, they moved to Black Forest
where they have lived for the past 11+ years. He and Mona have been members of the Black
Forest Community Church for at least 10 years. Art and Mona have two children: Cole (10) and
Trey (9). Art is currently manager of the Youth and Family Services, which focuses on families with
high-risk teens. He develops programs that offer creative ways to help these families and their
teens. Not many people know that after high school, Art had thought his calling was to be a pastor
and he went to a Bible college for one year. After a long introspection and looking for God's will, he
decided that his calling was to work in a ministry to help people. He finds his career a perfect fit
with his calling.

Art has many varied interests, and hopes to spread his enthusiasm for learning different
things to his children. He considers himself an "adrenaline junkie"; he has been skydiving, bungee
jumping, etc. When he got married, he toned that down a bit. He is an avid scuba diver, plays
racquetball, and has a black belt in judo. He competed in judo until he broke his armin a
tournament, but he still loves to watch the sport. He loves his Harley Davidson motorcycle and
attends a huge bike rally in the small town of Sturgis, South Dakota (pop. 2000). When the Sturgis
Bike Rally is in full swing, there are upwards of 700,000 bike enthuasists for the week, and he
loves every minute of it. Art used to train dogs for the German sport "schutzhund", which involves
competitions for "working" dogs - police dogs, military dogs, etc. such as German shepherds and
doberman pinschers. The competition involves 3 areas of skill: tracking, obedience and protection.

Art is also very musical. He plays the guitar and is teaching his children to play the guitar.
As a teen and into his college days, he was involved with the Southern Baptist church in the
Philippines. He was part of an evangelistic singing group, and they performed in the remote areas
of the islands. He continues to lend his voice today as part of the BFCC choir.
