A good idea for a healthy and budget-
friendly food item is peanut butter. It is an
inexpensive and nutritionally good
substitute for eggs and dairy products. The
oil it contains is polyunsaturated fat, the
good fat that cardiac diets contain.

Two teaspoons of peanut butter on a big
slice of bread is less than 30% of total
calories of a daily caloric allowance. It also
contains protein, and vitamins B and E: all
necessary for cell metabolism.

This makes a peanut butter sandwich an
ideal nutritional snack. Then add a % cup of
raisins or other dried fruit, and you have an
inexpensive, super energy-filled lunch for
about $1.00. A one pound jar of peanut
butter can go a long way in providing
increased nutrition to a family.

MEET THE conerEGATI

Jo was born and raised near Montgomery, Alabama. She attended Troy State Teacher’'s
College where she got degrees in English and Math. Rolling up her sleeves, she went on to get
Masters Degrees in English, Math and Psychology at Auburn University. She continued her studies
and performed her doctoral work in education: part at Greeley and part at University of Denver. She
taught at two junior colleges. She met her husband, Douglas, while she taught at a UCC junior
college. Doug was the President of the college; he came from North Dakota, and had attended Oberlin
Seminary in Ohio.

After they were married, he went back into the ministry, and they moved to Rock Springs,
Wyoming. He was called as pastor of the First Congregational Church UCC; she taught at the high
school. They lived there for 7 years.

They then moved to Colorado Springs, where Doug was called as pastor of the First
Congregational Church UCC. Jo taught in District 2 for 21 years, teaching high school English. After 4
years, Doug became a founding pastor of the Church of Woodmoor, an ecumenical congregation. He
ministered there for 17 years. In 1989, Doug participated in a minister exchange program, where he
and Jo moved to northern England for a year. In 1990, they both retired.

Today, Jo works tirelessly on several projects. She is on the board of the Christian Ministry in
National Parks. This is a group that provides worship services for the employees of the park service as
well as tourists. She also continues the work of her husband, who organized the group that works with
San Luis Valley, including La Puente. She also continues his work with the Fellowship of the Second
Mile. Doug helped found this organization which gives upwards of $15,000 a year to help other start-
up organizations; these organizations can be anywhere in the world, but whose focus is their own
local community.

Jo started coming to Black Forest Community Church in 1991. She was especially impressed
and moved by Peggy Morast’s graciousness. Jo and Doug both knew Nick Natelli, and so joined the
church. Jo became a member of the BFCC, and Doug an associate member. They also had
membership at the Church of Woodmoor: Doug a member and Jo an associate member.

Jo is very fond of the BFCC; she views this church as her family. She is especially grateful that
the church stood by her during several very difficult times in her life: the death of her husband and two
major surgeries.

Dorcas was born in Goddard, KS (west of Wichita). Her dad was a Methodist minister, her
mother a homemaker. A month after she was born, her father had seen Dorcas Reins, a ballet dancer,
and was so impressed, that he changed the birth certificate’s name to be Virginia Dorcas Burns.
Dorcas finished high school in Winfield, KS. She went to Methodist College for 2 years, and then
graduated from Colorado State College (known today as UNC). She met Elmer in her junior year on a
blind date. Neither one of them found the date to be memorable, because two months later she saw
him again and they didn’t recognize each other. However, this second time around, sparks flew. Elmer
went into the Army, and before he left the states, they were engaged.

After graduation, Dorcas taught PE for one year in David City, NE. Then Elmer came back from
Korea and they got married. They moved to Greeley, and Elmer finished his degree. They moved to
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Hoxie, KS, where Elmer taught. In the summer, they would move back to Greeley where Elmer
would work on his Master’s Degree in Industrial Arts. They went back and forth for 3 years.

In 66, they moved to Black Forest. In '67, they started coming to the Black Forest
Community Church. Al Bridges was the Adult Education teacher, and Elmer and Dorcas liked him
so much they chose this church. EImer taught at Air Academy in District 20 and Dorcas taught for
17 years at Mountain View Elementary. That is where she met Sue Schelonka. They've been good
friends since 1971.

When Dorcas was growing up, her family would go camping one month every summer. The
mailman would come by twice a week bringing mail and food. Dorcas carried on that tradition with
her own family.

Dorcas loves to travel. She and Elmer traveled to Hawaii and Canada. And Dorcas has
been to China and Vietnam. She has parasailed twice — in Mexico and Hawaii. She has
parachuted in Cafon City. She loves to play bridge, work on her yard, and spend time with her
grandchildren.
